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The suggested program of study shown below is just one example and should be 
used in consultation with your advisor.  Full admission into the BFA in Performing 
Arts is by interview in the third semester.  Prior to that, students are classified as 
“seeking admission.”  Once admitted, students must participate in the 
department’s Jury/Portfolio Review (JPR) process and maintain an overall GPA of 
2.5.  See the BFA in Performing Arts Handbook for full details.  Some classes may 
not always be offered in the semester indicated below.  Each student will create a 
unique plan.
