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The anthropology major requires completion of a second major or minor. The
suggested program of study shown below should be used in consultation with
your advisor(s). Every student will finish with a unique plan of his/her own
depending on the electives and the second major or minor selected.

The archaeology concentration of the anthropology major requires completion of
at least three credit hours of ANTH 432 Field Course in Archaeology. This course is
offered in summer terms. Students pursuing the archaeology concentration
should plan to complete at least three credit hours of ANTH 432 in the summer
between the second and third years or, ideally, between the third and fourth
years. Students who are unable to take the summer course may still complete the
major in anthropology by selecting a concentration in cultural anthropology,
biological anthropology, or cultural resource management.
