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The anthropology major requires completion of a second major or minor. The
suggested program of study shown below should be used in consultation with
your advisor(s). Every student will finish with a unique plan of his/her own
depending on the electives and the second major or minor selected.

Biological anthropology is the study of the biological characteristics of past and
present humans, as well as non-human primates. Specializations within biological
anthropology include paleoanthropology (the study of human biological evolution
based on fossils and other evidence), bioarchaeology (the study of human
remains from archaeological sites), primatology (the study of non-human
primates), modern human biological variation, forensic anthropology (the study of
human remains in medico-legal context), and anthropological genetics.
