PROGRAM COST
The program cost is $4,100. This cost includes

Wednesday, April 3
Travel by train to Versailles to visit the famous
palace and grounds. Built by Louis XIV, this
palace is the largest in Europe and is noted for
its extensive gardens. Have lunch in Versailles
and then return to Paris to visit the Marmottan
Monet Museum. This small suburban museum
houses a marvelous collection of paintings by
Monet.

Saturday, March 30
Arrive in Paris and meet our guide. Travel by
private motor coach to Arromanche to see
the remains of the artificial harbor constructed
to support the D-Day landings and visit the
museum. From Arromanche go to Colleville-
sur-Mer to visit the American Cemetery and TNl
Museum overlooking Omaha Beach. Continue
up the coast to visit Pointe du Hog, site of a
famous U.S. Ranger raid to prepare for the D —
Day invasion. In the late afternoon go to Caen
and check into the hotel.

In the morning, visit the Louvre Museum. This
magnificent building, once the palace of French
kings, now houses one of the largest collections
of art in the world. Have lunch at the Louvre. In
the afternoon, visit the Orangerie Museum to
view Monet’s paintings of water lilies, “Grand
