
Thelma Stovall was the first woman elected to the House of 
Representatives from Louisville. Stovall was also the first 
woman nominated and elected Lieutenant Governor. While 
serving as Lieutenant Governor, Stovall, a strong advocate for 
the Equal Rights Amendment, vetoed the General Assembly’s 
rescission of its ratification.
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
