Last
summer social work stated that the electives should be coded in
DegreeWorks as any social work graduate course and anything else
would need advisor approval. Each program was asked to solidify
the program and define electives if they came through Curriculum,
as stated by the Provost. Hazlett: the SWRK department has opted
not to defines electives at this time. Chelf: Every social work
student will need to submit curriculum exception forms. Kelley
