II. Policy:
1. The candidate individual must be a current member of the University faculty.
Transitional retirees and Retired-er-optionally retired individuals are not eligible.
lll. Procedure
1. Fhe A faculty member currently serving as chair of one of the university-level
currlculum commlttees wﬁh%h&mest—ye&nt&eﬁm#m%—se%e will carry the mace.
2. In preparation for commencement activities, the University Registrar will contact the

Office of the Provost for a list of faculty members serving as chair of each of the
university-level curriculum committees (i.e. Colonnade General Education Curriculum
Committee, Undergraduate Curriculum Committee, and Graduate Curriculum
Committee). The Registrar will contact each faculty member to discern their desire
to be the macebearer.



3. In the event that two or more individuals are eligible and willing to serve, then the
determination selection of who shall carry the mace shall be determined by lottery for
each commencement ceremony.
