Identification of proposed policy revision:

1. Catalog statement of existing policy:
Subsequent Associate Degree

e Students must have earned an acceptable associate or higher degree from a fully
accredited college or university.

e The approved program must include a minimum of 15 semester hours in a new major
earned after completion of the student’s first degree.

e A minimum of 12 semester hours must be earned through instruction at WKU.

e A 2.00 grade average must be earned for all coursework presented in completion of the
program; in all coursework completed at WKU; and in all coursework in the major.

Subsequent Baccalaureate Degree

e Students must have earned an acceptable baccalaureate degree from a fully accredited
college or university.

e The approved program must include a minimum of 30 semester hours earned after
completion of the student’s first degree. A minor may be declared as part of the
subsequent degree but is not required.

e A minimum of 24 semester hours must be earned through instruction at WKU.

e Fifteen semester hours must be earned in completion of a new major.

e  One-half of the new semester hours presented in completion of each major and minor
must be earned at the upper division level (courses numbered 300 or above).

e A minimum 2.00 grade average must be earned for all coursework presented in
completion of the program; in all coursework completed at WKU; and in all coursework
in each major and minor.

e Students are not permitted to pursue the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies (BIS) as a
subsequent baccalaureate degree.

2. Catalog statement of proposed policy:
Subsequent Associate Degree
e Students must have earned an acceptable associate or higher degree from a fully
accredited college or university.

e The approved program must include a minimum of 15 semester hours in a new major
earned after completion of the student’s first degree.

o  A-minimum-of 12 At least 25% of the minimum number of semester hours required for
the degree must be earned through instruction at WKU. (For example, a minimum of 15
semester hours must be earned through instruction at WKU for an associate degree that
requires 60 hours.)

e A 2.00 grade average must be earned for all coursework presented in completion of the
program; in all coursework completed at WKU; and in all coursework in the major.

Subsequent Baccalaureate Degree

¢ Students must have earned an acceptable baccalaureate degree from a fully accredited
college or university.

e The approved program must include a minimum of 30 semester hours earned after
completion of the student’s first degree. A minor may be declared as part of the
subsequent degree, but is not required.

o  A-minimumef24 At least 25% of the minimum number of semester hours required for
the degree must be earned through instruction at WKU. (For example, a minimum of 30
or more semester hours must be earned through instruction at WKU for a bachelor's
degree that requires 120 hours.)

e Fifteen semester hours must be earned in completion of a new major.

e One-half of the new semester hours presented in completion of each major and minor
must be earned at the upper division level (courses numbered 300 or above).

e A minimum 2.00 grade average must be earned for all coursework presented in
completion of the program; in all coursework completed at WKU; and in all coursework
in each major and minor.

e Students are not permitted to pursue the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies (BIS) as a
subsequent baccalaureate degree.

Rationale for proposed policy revision: As required by SACSCOC, a minimum of 25% of a

degree must be earned through instruction at the institution awarding the degree.
Impact of proposed policy revision on existing academic or non-academic policies:
4.1  Impact on policies: There will be little or no impact on other WKU policies.
4.2 Impact on populations that may be affected: This will affect students who may not
have earned the first degree at WKU.
